First, health experts have long linked excessive TV-watching to obesity — a significant health problem today. While watching TV, kids are inactive and tend to snack. Moreover, they're also bombarded with ads that encourage them to eat junk food and consume fizzy drinks. Studies have indicated that decreasing the amount of TV kids watched led to less weight gain.
Another reason is that when children get older, too much screen time can interfere with their activities such as being physically active, reading, doing homework, playing with friends, and spending time with family. The worst thing is that pupils play kicking and fighting games they had picked up from TV programs such as Power Rangers and Ben 10.
Last, according to some research studies, television viewing at early ages, when the brain triples in size, may be may be harmful to a child's development. Some experts have found that regardless of the programs watched, exposure to TV at early ages was in fact correlated with attention problems by age 7. Some scholars believe that TV might retard their children’s creative ability or restrain their imagination because TV viewers tend to receive information in a passive way rather than discovering new things by themselves
In conclusion, TV viewing is like a double-edged sword that can be used in a positive or negative way. Early exposure to television is detrimental to children's health, academic performance, and brain development. Parents should make their own decisions about whether to have TV at their houses. It is their responsibility to make sure that their children’s creativity is enhanced through watching TV.
